SKI CHANNEL PROMOTION

The NSCF has entered into an agreement with The Ski Channel television network, www.theskichannel.com.  For those unfamiliar, yes there is a television network devoted to skiing. It can now be found on DirecTV, Dish, Time Warner, Cox, AT&T, Verizon and numerous other cable operators. It launched a year ago Christmas and they are now in over 23 million television homes in every city in America via the On Demand programming from your cable operator. While the programming is “On Demand” it is not “Pay per View”. It is part of your free On Demand programming.

Their biggest initiative of the year will be a major ski film and film tour a la Warren Miller happening this fall.  Although they produce lots of shows and documentaries, this particular film will be the product of over 200 shoot days and will have over 30 renowned skiers in it. It is entitled; "The Story" and they believe it is going to be one of the best ski films of all time.

The agreement affords member clubs and councils the ability to host a premiere/screening(s) of the film at a nominal cost and then keep 100% of all the ticket sales, concessions and local sponsorships. The Ski Channel is going to use over $1,000,000 worth of television commercial inventory to promote "The Story" and will give the NSCF a major sponsorship of the film. As well, every club who commits to having a screening by July 1st of 2010 will get their ski clubs name in the marketing materials for the film. The Ski Channel will also provide a turn key guide to all clubs holding a screening.
