
How to Qualify for Crescent Racing
You can establish a Crescent handicap at a development timed run or at a regular Crescent race in Flight 21 or Flight 22 with a handicap score less than or equal to: 
· 85 for an adult on skis 
· 95 for an adult on a snowboard 
· 100 for an adult on telemark skis 
· 108 for an adult adaptive skier (monoski) 

· 145 for a child, 12 and under, or senior, 60 and over, on skis 
· 155 for a child or senior on a snowboard 
· 160 for a child or senior on telemark skis 
· 168 for a child or senior adaptive skier (monoski) 

You can also qualify with a NASTAR handicap within the last 2 years, which is less than or equal to:
· 60 for an adult on skis 
· 70 for an adult on a snowboard 

· 75 for an adult on telemark skis 

· 83 for an adult adaptive skier (monoski) 

· 120 for a child, 12 and under, or senior, 60 and over, on skis 

· 130 for a child or senior on a snowboard 
· 135 for a child or senior on telemark skis 
· 143 for a child or senior adaptive skier (monoski) 

Note: Adults over the age of 60 qualify with the same handicaps as children 12 and under.
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
